- business and daily life of community operations.
The Council is elected annually by the
membership and is comprised of at least 7
Members who represent the Leadership Teams.

. Leadership Teams oversee specific areas that
support the wellbeing of the community. A
member of each Legdership Team is represented
on our Church Cougéﬂ

. Subcommittees are housed as part of a
Leadership Teams. They undergo key work related
to the weekly functioning of commmunity.

. FOCUS Groups (Faith, Outreach, Call, United in
Mission, Support) are action-based groups that
anyone can call into being that support ongoing
missional activities or events. Each FOCUS group
is connected to a Leadership Team or the Council
who supports its funding, and coordination.

CARE GROUPS provide care to individuals
through Commitment, Accountability,
Reflection, and Engagement. CARE Groups are
part of the heartbeat of Community. These small
groups support individuals' engagement in KC's
spiritual practices: regular prayer, sacred
reading, missional service, weekly worship,
and the sacrificial giving of time and
resources.
